There has been a small change to the referee registration form. The wording in section E has changed to reaffirm the independent contractor status of registered officials.  The addition to Section E reads:

     I understand that successfully completing the educational 

     requirements and registering with the USSF, Inc. as a referee

     at the grade set forth on this form certifies my ability to

     referee USSF affiliated games at the appropriate level(s) of

     competition for which I am approved.  I understand that my

     registration does not guarantee my receipt of any specific

     refereeing assignments and does not apply to non-USSF

     affiliated games. I further understand that my registration

     with USSF does not create an employment contract or an

     employment relationship with USSF.

This new language reaffirms longstanding policy and is intended to clarify the relationship between the referee and the United States Soccer Federation, Inc.

Because we needed to modify the form to accommodate the new wording, the sections designated "OTHER SOCCER ORGANIZATIONS" and "REGION" will no longer be printed on the form.  Our new database will automatically enter the region information, so there is no need to mark that on the form any longer.    The Federation has not tracked information written

in the "Other Soccer Organizations" section in the past, but if your state does, please ask your instructors and clinicians to find another section of the form to indicate that information.
